ENSMP COURSES FOR INTERNATIONAL STUDENTS

1 - ENSMP courses

These include:

· A Master of Engineering degree : Master in Science and Executive Engineering (2 years) 
· Masters of Science (1.5 to 2 years)
· postgraduate studies: Postmaster Professional Certificates(1year), Doctorates (3 years) and postdoctorates programmes.

All these courses are opened to international students.

1.1 - The Master of Engineering degree (Master in Science and Executive Engineering)

This program is based on the two last years of the engineering program for which the entire curriculum lasts 5 years. Course in ENSMP lasts 3 years presented hereafter. The 2 lasts years  make up an elite master program of Science and Executive Engineering allowing to get a Master degree and an Engineer degree.

The 2 years are organized as follows:

· 1st year: focused mainly on the engineering sciences

· a basis of fundamental courses, with modules;

· choice of specialized courses: approximately 60 courses offered according to the following broad themes:

· pure and applied mathematics

· physics,mechanics, thermo mechanics, materials sciences, environment, electronics

· economics and the social sciences

· information management and communication

· modern languages;

· young engineer placement in industry (3 to 4 months).

· 2nd year: focused mainly on minors

In addition to fundamental courses and to electives, students have to choose a specialization in a specific engineering field, called minor (from a choice of 19) and to implement a technical project related to an industrial problem under the close supervision of a tutor from one of ENSMP’s 19 research centres, leading ultimately to a traineeship of at least 3 months in industry, and concluding by the submission of a report and its oral presentation in the presence of scientific specialists and of the industrial partners.

1.3 - Postgraduate courses: Postmaster Professional Certificates, Doctorates and Postdoctorate Programmes

1.3.1 –Postmaster Professional Certificates

The postmaster non doctoral programs (called mastères spécialisés: specialized masters) of the École Nationale Supérieure des Mines de Paris are specialized training programmes lasting one year, aimed at providing students with a level of baccalauréat + 5 years (i.e. engineers, students holding a Master’s degree combined with sound professional experience) initial or ongoing training, that is to say, high-level training for professional Postmaster Professional Certificates purposes. These programmes lead to a degree of the Ministry of Industry entitled “Mastère Spécialisé”, accredited by the Conference of Higher Education Institutes.

Each program comprises a series of classes, practicals, laboratory practicals or training periods in the field, visits and lectures, followed by a six-month practical internship, focusing on a problem raised by an employer and usually taking place in a company .

1.3.2 – Doctorates and research centres

Open to student researchers holding an engineering degree or possibly a master’s degree, the course provides high-level technological specialization, provides for the transfer to the industrial sector of the scientific and technical skills thus acquired (most of our young researchers leave for jobs in industry) and provides the research centres with regularly renewed scientific potential.

ENSMP awards the degree of “Docteur de l’École Nationale Supérieure des Mines de Paris” in 16 doctoral specialist fields. Doctorate studies comprise three years devoted to the preparation of a thesis. Whilst preparing the thesis, the student-researcher takes part in all the centre’s activities, in particular the research activities carried out under contract and the lectures. During the  doctorate, student will get a scholarship, either from EMP (about 1300Euros per month) or from companies (CIFRE scholarships).

Furthermore, all the ENSMP research centres are used to work for companies in order to solve their problems in any field of engineering and management. So the doctorate students usely work on these problems.

1.3.3 –Postdoctorates and research centres

The EMP research centres have been recently labellized by the French Ministry for Research (Carnot labellization). So they are now granted by this Ministry and they  can offer postdocs positions to young PhD students, with the corresponding salary (about 1800 Euros per month). 2 - Practical considerations

2.1 - Enrolment fees

· Master Degree in Science and Executive Engineering: € 450 per year. Students admitted in the context of the European ERASMUS programme or other special agreement are exempted.

· Master of Science programs: about € 11 000, varying according to each Master (with possibility of financial support)

· Postmaster Professional Certificates programs (“Specialized Mastères”): €300, plus training fees which vary according to the specific mastère (for further details, please consult the website or contact the person in charge: cf. list of useful addresses below).

· Doctorates: € 280 per year. No tuition fees are required.

2.2 - Enrolment forms and deadlines

· The Master degree in Science and Executive Engineering:

Application forms are to be obtained and returned between  January1st and April 30th prior to the beginning of the academic year at ENSMP (early September for first- and second-year students, late September for third-year students). The forms can be downloaded from the ENSMP website: www.ensmp.fr/Eng/Education/admissions.html between the dates indicated above. 

In case of the organization of selection tests in the home country, students have to fill on line the corresponding application document given at the same web address (see candidature selection) and to send it back before October 1st.

· Master of Science courses: see 1.2

· Postmaster Professional Certificates, Doctorates and Postdoctorates:

No specific application form is required. Applicants need only send the person in charge of the Certificate or of the Doctorate (or the corresponding secretariat - cf. useful addresses) a letter of motivation, together with a CV providing details of their previous academic background and qualifications.

2.3 - Budget and scholarships

Apart from accommodation, living in the Paris area is not particularly expensive. There are many university restaurants as well as inexpensive restaurants in the Latin Quarter near to the École des Mines. Applicants are nevertheless reminded that they will have, on arrival, to pay for their tuition fees, health and personal insurances (€400), accommodation and daily travelling expenses (public transport), meals and pocket money for shopping and leisure. An appropriate budget would amount to approximately € 700 per month.

For scholarships, various possibilities are available:

· ERASMUS: for parts of courses corresponding to (or included in) the training of master degree at ENSMP, as well as for postgraduate courses. Applications for these scholarships should be made through your university of origin.

· Other opportunities: for Master of Engineering or Master of Science programs, Postmaster Professional Certificates, financial support other than ERASMUS may be available (according to specific procedures Eiffel or industrial scholarships for instance). For further details, please contact the person in charge of each educational program (cf. list of useful addresses below).

· For Doctorates or Postdoctorates, special grants are provided to each student by the research centres(respectively about 13000 and 1800  Euros per month).

2.4 - Tuition in French and other languages

Practically all the ENSMP courses (Master courses and postgraduate courses) are conducted in French. All students, particularly those attending the Master of Engineering’s course or a Master of Science programs, must, on arrival in Paris, have reached an intermediate level of comprehension in French (level 2 of the TEF test) acquired in their country of origin.

Tuition in French is organized at several levels in the language laboratory at ENSMP during the selected course in order to improve the students’ initial standard. Tuition will entitle them to ECTS credits, according to the standard they have attained.

Language classes may be attended prior to ENSMP courses, when necessary, in specialized institutions (cf. useful addresses).

2.5 - Accommodation and various practical considerations

For students attending the Master of Engineering program or a Master of Science program, ENSMP provides a hall of residence (Maison des Mines) located near to the School. Admission to the hall of residence for foreign students will be dealt with at the same time as the enrolment procedures according to the number of rooms available (price of a place in a 2 persons room : € 216 by month).

There is no hall of residence for postgraduate students but advice on finding accommodation is provided with each specific course. For further details, please contact the person in charge (cf. list of useful addresses below).
